The Arboretum is located along the western

edge of the UCSC campus.

At the intersection of Bay and High Streets (the
main entrance of campus), proceed west along
High Street, which turns into Empire Grade

Australian gardens.

All three parking areas provide excellent access
to different parts of the gardens.

The Arboretum is open daily for visitors from
9 a.m. to 5 p.m., except Thanksgiving and
Christmas. Admission is $5 for adults, and $2
for children ages 6-17. Admission is free to
UCSC students, visitors going to Norrie's Gift
Shop only, children under 6, Arboretum
members and volunteers, and visitors who are
members of the American Horticulture
Society Reciprocal Admissions Program.
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
